CODING

As part of our STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering
and Maths) work this term the students have been
learning the basics of coding. They have been learning
the fundamental concepts of coding and how robots
‘think’.

We have been working on how to create codes that
people can read and understanding that robots and
computers think without context. As part of our
introduction to the unit the students had to program Mr
Pottage to get a glass of water.
